David Bronnert @ 9.15 noted that ‘God does work miracles - but always for a purpose’

1 Kings 17:8-16

Elijah was fed so that the truth of the one Lord and Saviour was preserved.

The foreign woman was fed to remind us that God is loving towards those outside as well as those inside.  
· Are we?

John 2:1-11

Jesus asks a sharp question

If you love those who love you, what reward will you get? Are not even the tax collectors doing that? And if you greet only your own people, what are you doing more than others? Do not even pagans do that? 

· How do we translate this into action in our lives?

If God has already done at least two miracles for us - new birth (baptism), feeding with the body and blood of Christ (communion).

· What is his purpose for us in the future?

Richard Smith @ 11 spoke about ‘opportunity and God's timing’.
Looking at the very start of Jesus' ministry, we can see how used brief encounters to allow the Holy Spirit to impact and convict. 
What do Matthew 4:12-22 and Luke 4: 14-30 teach us about witnessing to strangers and also to those we know?

· How do we deal with rejection when we witness?
· How do we also deal with interest and real searching when we witness?
· Are we actually ready to welcome into our home groups, our church and our lives people who may be very far from "nice" or middle class?
